                                    Course Etiquette.

Respect for the course. 

The responsibility of all members and visitors is to ensure that they do not damage the course. Repair pitch marks, even those left by lazy players. Do not hit your club into the ground in anger. 

The Tee Box. 

Avoid taking divots from the tee box with practice swings; do not replace divots on tee boxes, use the fill mixture on divot holes. 

Never take trolleys or buggies onto the tee box or its fringes. 

On Fairways or in the Rough. 

Carefully repair all your divot holes by replacing the divot.

The Bunkers. 

Avoid damaging bunker edges, enter and exit the bunker from the low side, never jump into the bunker. 

Use the rake to carefully smooth over any holes or footprints, replace the rake inside the bunker.  

The Putting Green. 

Place bags or carts OFF the green, never at the front of the green.

Always repair your own pitch mark and at least one other. 

Avoid dragging your feet; don't walk on another players putting line.

Avoid standing too close to the hole, handle the flagstick carefully and replace it with care. Clubs should not be leaned on when on the green.

To Repair Pitch Marks. 

Always insert the repairer around the edges and push to the centre of the pitch mark. Then tap down with the putter or your foot.

Pitch Marks repaired within 5 minutes recover within 

24 hours, after 5 minutes it takes 15 days to recover.
