                                      Etiquette When Playing Golf.        
General Etiquette. 

Good etiquette if practiced when you start playing golf is never forgotten. Observe and respect the dress code of HWL and other golf clubs you maybe visiting, 

Check requirements regarding golf shoe spikes, read the local rules.

Avoid any distraction to other players.

Consideration for Others.

To ensure that you and your playing partners enjoy the game you will need good golf etiquette and an understanding of the rules of golf.

It is very good practice to read one rule of golf per day. 

The Sprit of the Game.

The true sprit of golf is to show consideration to other players and be courteous to all course and clubhouse staff at all times.

Golf relies on the integrity and honesty of the individual. Behave in a disciplined manner, showing courtesy and sportsmanship at all times.

Controlling your temper is a must, never ever throw clubs or damage the course in anger, avoid spitting.   

Mobile phones etc are not permitted on the course; if it is essential, ensure your playing partners are aware of it. Avoid moving, talking or making unnecessary noises while others are playing their ball. Do not stand close too or directly behind the ball or hole when a player is about to play. Avoid standing on or casting a shadow over another player's line. 

Remain on or close to the putting green until all other players in your group have holed out. Don't tee up until it's your turn. 

Being Prepared. 

Arrive at least 30 minutes before your playing time, check into the computer or sign the red book.

Have your golf gear clean, have sufficient golf balls with your ID on them, pencils, pitch mark repairer, ball markers, tees, cleaning cloth, a drink. Find out the format of play; know your handicap, fill in your playing card. 

Arriving at the First Tee. 

Check in at the first tee at least five minutes before your starting time.

Introduce yourself to the other player(s) in your group and wish them a good game. State your handicap, the type of ball and your ID mark.

Slow Play. 

Slow play effects everyone's enjoyment, you’re slow play can hold up the entire course. When your ball is lost or be out of bounds play a provisional ball.  Keep up with the group in front, if you loose a hole call the next group through, always be ready, select your playing club, have glove on. 

When a hole is finished leave the putting green immediately, always place your bag or trolley in a position for a quick exit, not in front of the green. 

Mark scores on the way to the next hole, know which player is up first.

Breach of General Etiquette. 

The committee may disqualify a player for a serious breach of etiquette such as behaviour, which is deliberately intended to distract other players, being offensive or showing serious disregard for such aspect of the etiquette of the game.
